Ilaria Igliani observes in her piece the
human being and explores the process
of assimilating the subconscious and
the relationship between instinct and
reason.

During the Corona pandemic she began
a project in the form of a ritual: every
day she formed a human figure from a
lump of ceramic clay.

The Sdraiati (Engl.: the lying down or
the stretched out) represent the state of
mind of the artist’s generation, which
was particularly felt during the restric-
tions imposed by the pandemic in her
native Italy: the ceramic bodies sym-
bolize the feeling of being isolated and
frozen in time.

The Sdraiati thereby express quite fun-
damentally the human experience that
life is fleeting: “The material used and
the size of the figures emphasize the
fragility. A metaphor for the human
being, small and vulnerable”, says the
artist. The church’s Lenten season is a
special invitation to meditate on these
questions.

llaria Igliani won with this project the
“Prize of the Akademieverein for the
Diploma” of the Akademie der Bildenden
Kiinste in Munich 2022, where she
studied in the class of Professor Julian
Rosefeldt.
